	Type
	Description

	Displays of flags & symbolic colours
	- best if forbidden

	Wearing of symbols
	- clothing: hats, armbands, t-shirts, patches (both colours and when/where they are worn) 
- altering physical appearance - shaved heads, tattoos 

	Prayer and worship
	- content of public prayers 
- timing of prayers (in reaction to event, in the face of dispersal orders) 
- location of prayers (sites of monuments, etc.) 

	Delivering symbolic objects
	- object(s) symbolize grievance 
- delivered to opponent or opponent's place of employ 

	Protest disrobings
	- take off clothing items to protest grievance 

	Destruction of own property
	- used to demonstrate the strength of feelings toward opposition
- destruction of documents and property by burning, dumping, breaking 
- (harming self does NOT count as nonviolence)

	Symbolic lights
	- torches, lanterns, candles 
- carried in parades, put in windows, placed around memorials 

	Displays of portraits
	- resistance heros or symbolic people of the movement 

	Paint as protest
	- paint over names, symbols of the oppressor 
- alter oppressor's advertising 

	New signs and names
	- replacing old sign names with ones of significance to the movement 
- placement of old signs in satiric places (trash cans, hanging trees...)

	Symbolic sounds
	- bells tolling, sirens wailing 
- horns blowing 
- voices imitating symbolic sounds 

	Symbolic reclamations
	- planting plants on contested land 
- building buildings 

	Rude gestures
	- mooning, rude hand gestures 
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
