Serbs riot over Kosovo independence
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Members of a Belgrade pro-European group called 'Europe Has No Alternative' carry a framed window to replace the one broken at the Slovenian embassy during riots following Kosovo's declaration of independence but a policeman rebuffs them, in Belgrade, Serbia, Thursday, Feb. 28, 2008. Violent anti-Western rioters attacked U.S. and other embassies in Belgrade, including the Slovenian embassy on Feb. 17.
The police in Belgrade banned the public assembly by the representatives of the movement “Europe has no Alternative” in front of the Slovenian Embassy in Belgrade. The police explained the ban with the possibility of obstructing public traffic and danger for the safety of citizens and property.  

The public assembly was announced as a gesture of friendship towards Slovenia. Ten days ago the police pulled away in front of protestors who broke all the windows on the Slovenian Embassy. No criminal charges have been filed on that account yet.
